Activities

From the moment you step off your Swiss-red train or transfer car, and catch sight of the cobbled streets and
horses with sleighs patiently waiting for their rides, you know you are in a special place.

Linked to Cervinia, just over the border in Italy, Zermatt offers over 250 km of pistes. Despite 71 lifts, there
is often a bit of a queue to get up the mountain in the morning.
